“Data Sheet” means an integral part of the
Instructions to Consultants (ITC) Section 2 that is used
to reflect specific country and assignment conditions
to supplement, but not to over-write, the provisions of]
the ITC.

“Non-Key Expert(s)” means an individual
professional provided by the Consultant or its Sub-
consultant and who is assigned to perform the Services
or any part thereof under the Contract and whose CVs
are not evaluated individually.

“Proposal” means the Technical Proposal and the
Financial Proposal of the Consultant.

“RFP” means the Request for Proposals to be
prepared by the Client for the selection of Consultants,
based on the SPD - RFP.

“Services” means the work to be performed by the
Consultant pursuant to the Contract.

“SPD - RFP” means the Standard Procurement
Document - Request for Proposals, which must be
used by the Client as the basis for the preparation of
the RFP.




(v) “Sub-consultant” means an entity to whom the
Consultant intends to subcontract any part of the
Services while the Consultant remains responsible to
the Client during the whole performance of the
Contract.

(w) “Terms of Reference (TORs)” (this Section 7 of the
RFP) means the Terms of Reference that explains the
objectives, scope of work, activities, and tasks to be
performed, respective responsibilities of the Client and
the Consultant, and expected results and deliverables
of the assignment.

2. Introduction

The Client named in the Data Sheet intends to select a
Consultant from those listed in the Request for Proposals
(RFP), in accordance with the method of selection
specified in the Data Sheet.

The Consultants are invited to submit a Technical
Proposal and a Financial Proposal, or a Technical Proposal
only, as specified in the Data Sheet, for consulting
services required for the assignment named in the Data
Sheet. The Proposal will be the basis for negotiating and
ultimately signing the Contract with the selected
Consultant.

The Consultants should familiarize themselves with the
local conditions and take them into account in preparing
their Proposals, including attending a pre-proposal
conference if one is specified in the Data Sheet.
Attending any such pre-proposal conference is optional
and is at the Consultants’ expense.

The Client will timely provide, at no cost to the
Consultants, the inputs, relevant project data, and reports
required for the preparation of the Consultant’s Proposal
as specified in the Data Sheet.

3. Conflict of
Interest

3.1

The Consultant is required to provide professional,
objective, and impartial advice, at all times holding the
Client’s interests paramount, strictly avoiding conflicts
with other assignments or its own corporate interests, and
acting without any consideration for future work.

The Consultant has an obligation to disclose to the Client
any situation of actual or potential conflict that impacts its
capacity to serve the best interest of its Client. Failure to
disclose such situations may lead to the disqualification of
the Consultant or the termination of its Contract and/or
sanctions by the Bank.

3.2.1 Without limitation on the generality of the foregoing,
the Consultant shall not be hired under the

circumstances set forth below:

a. Conflicting
Activities

(1)

Conflict between  consulting activities and
procurement of goods, works or non-consulting
services: a firm that has been engaged by the Client
to provide goods, works, or non-consulting services
for a project, or any of its Affiliates, shall be
disqualified from providing consulting services
resulting from or directly related to those goods,
works, or non-consulting services. Conversely, a firm
hired to provide consulting services for the
preparation or implementation of a project, or any of
its Affiliates, shall be disqualified from subsequently
providing goods or works or non-consulting services
resulting from or directly related to the consulting
services for such preparation or implementation.

b. Conflicting
Assignments

(ii)

Conflict among consulting assignments: a Consultant
(including its Experts and Sub-consultants) or any of
its Affiliates shall not be hired for any assignment
that, by its nature, may be in conflict with another
assignment of the Consultant for the same or for
another Client.

c. Conflicting
Relationships

(iii)

Relationship with the Client’s staff: a Consultant
(including its Experts and Sub-consultants) that has a
close business or family relationship with a
professional staff of the Borrower (or of the Client,
or of implementing agency, or of a recipient of a part
of the Bank’s financing) who are directly or
indirectly involved in any part of (i) the preparation
of the Terms of Reference for the assignment, (ii) the
selection process for the Contract, or (iii) the
supervision of the Contract, may not be awarded a
Contract, unless the conflict stemming from this
relationship has been resolved in a manner acceptable
to the Bank throughout the selection process and the
execution of the Contract.

Unfair
Competitive
Advantage

4.1 Fairness and transparency in the selection process require
that the Consultants or their Affiliates competing for a
specific assignment do not derive a competitive advantage
from having provided consulting services related to the
assignment in question. To that end, the Client shall
indicate in the Data Sheet and make available to all
Consultants together with this RFP all information that
would in that respect give such Consultant any unfair
competitive advantage over competing Consultants.

Fraud and

5.1 The Bank requires compliance with the Bank’s Anti-

Corruption Guidelines and its prevailing sanctions policies
and procedures as set forth in the WBG’s Sanctions
Framework, as set forth in Section 6.

In further pursuance of this policy, Consultants shall
permit and shall cause their agents (where declared or
not), subcontractors, subconsultants, service providers,
suppliers, and personnel, to permit the Bank to inspect all
accounts, records and other documents relating to any
shortlisting process, Proposal submission, and contract
performance (in the case of award), and to have them
audited by auditors appointed by the Bank.

6. Eligibility

The Bank permits consultants (individuals and firms,
including Joint Ventures and their individual members)
from all countries to offer consulting services for Bank-
financed projects.

Furthermore, it is the Consultant’s responsibility to ensure
that its Experts, joint venture members, Sub-consultants,
agents (declared or not), sub-contractors, service providers,
suppliers and/or their employees meet the -eligibility
requirements as established by the Bank in the applicable
Procurement Regulations.

As an exception to the foregoing ITC 6.1 and ITC 6.2
above:

a. Sanctions

6.3.1 A Consultant that has been sanctioned by the Bank,
pursuant to the Bank’s Anti-Corruption Guidelines
and in accordance with its prevailing sanctions
policies and procedures as set forth in the WBG’s
Sanctions Framework as described in Section VI,
Fraud and Corruption, paragraph 2.2 d., shall be
ineligible to be shortlisted for, submit proposals for,
or be awarded a Bank-financed contract or benefit
from a Bank-financed contract, financially or
otherwise, during such period of time as the Bank
shall have determined. The list of debarred firms
and individuals is available at the electronic address
specified in the Data Sheet.

b. Prohibitions

6.3.2 Firms and individuals of a country or goods
manufactured in a country may be ineligible if so
indicated in Section 5 (Eligible Countries) and:

(a) as a matter of law or official regulations, the
Borrower’s country prohibits commercial
relations with that country, provided that the
Bank is satisfied that such exclusion does not
preclude effective competition for the
provision of Services required; or

(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the
United Nations Security Council taken under
Chapter VII of the Charter of the United
Nations, the Borrower’s Country prohibits any
import of goods from that country or any
payments to any country, person, or entity in
that country.

c. Restrictions for
State-Owned
Enterprises

6.3.3 State-owned enterprises or institutions in the
Borrower’s country may be eligible to compete
and be awarded a contract only if they can
establish, in a manner acceptable to the Bank, that
they: (i) are legally and financially autonomous,
(i1) operate under commercial law, and (iii) are not
under supervision of the Client.

d. Restrictions for
Public Employees

6.3.4 Government officials and civil servants of the
Borrower’s country are not eligible to be included
as Experts, individuals, or members of a team of

Experts in the Consultant’s Proposal unless:

(i) the services of the government official or civil
servant are of a unique and exceptional
nature, or their participation is critical to
project implementation; and

(ii) their hiring would not create a conflict of
interest, including any conflict with
employment or other laws, regulations, or
policies of the Borrower.

B. Preparation of Proposals

General
Considerations

7.1 In preparing the Proposal, the Consultant is expected to
examine the RFP in detail. Material deficiencies in
providing the information requested in the RFP may result
in rejection of the Proposal.

Cost of
Preparation of
Proposal

8.1 The Consultant shall bear all costs associated with the
preparation and submission of its Proposal, and the Client
shall not be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless
of the conduct or outcome of the selection process. The
Client is not bound to accept any proposal, and reserves the
right to annul the selection process at any time prior to
Contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to

the Consultant.

Language

9.1 The Proposal, as well as all correspondence and documents
relating to the Proposal exchanged between the Consultant
and the Client, shall be written in the language(s) specified

in the Data Sheet.
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10. Documents
Comprising the
Proposal

10.1 The Proposal shall comprise the documents and forms
listed in the Data Sheet.

10.2 If specified in the Data Sheet, the Consultant shall
include a statement of an undertaking of the Consultant to
observe, in competing for and executing a contract, the
Client country’s laws against fraud and corruption
(including bribery).

10.3 The Consultant shall furnish information on
commissions, gratuities, and fees, if any, paid or to be
paid to agents or any other party relating to this Proposal
and, if awarded, Contract execution, as requested in the
Financial Proposal submission form (Section 4).

11. Only One
Proposal

11.1 The Consultant (including the individual members of any
Joint Venture) shall submit only one Proposal, either in
its own name or as part of a Joint Venture in another
Proposal. If a Consultant, including any Joint Venture
member, submits or participates in more than one
proposal, all such proposals shall be disqualified and
rejected. This does not, however, preclude a Sub-
consultant, or the Consultant’s staff from participating as
Key Experts and Non-Key Experts in more than one
Proposal when circumstances justify and if stated in the
Data Sheet.

12. Proposal Validity

12.1 Proposals shall remain valid until the date specified in the
Data Sheet or any extended date if amended by the Client
in accordance with ITC 13.1.1.

12.2 During this period, the Consultant shall maintain its
original Proposal without any change, including the
availability of the Key Experts, the proposed rates and the
total price.

12.3 If it is established that any Key Expert nominated in the
Consultant’s Proposal was not available at the time of
Proposal submission or was included in the Proposal
without his/her confirmation, such Proposal shall be
disqualified and rejected for further evaluation, and may
be subject to sanctions in accordance with ITC 5.

a. Extension of
Proposal Validity

12.4 The Client will make its best effort to complete the
negotiations and award the contract prior to the date of
expiry of the Proposal validity. However, should the need
arise, the Client may request, in writing, all Consultants
who submitted Proposals prior to the submission deadline
to extend the Proposals’ validity.

12.5 If the Consultant agrees to extend the validity of its
Proposal, it shall be done without any change in the
original Proposal and with the confirmation of the

availability of the Key Experts, except as provided in ITC
12.7.

12.6 The Consultant has the right to refuse to extend the
validity of its Proposal in which case such Proposal will
not be further evaluated.

b. Substitution of
Key Experts at
Validity Extension

12.7 If any of the Key Experts become unavailable for the
extended validity period, the Consultant shall seek to
substitute another Key Expert. The Consultant shall
provide a written adequate justification and evidence
satisfactory to the Client together with the substitution
request. In such case, a substitute Key Expert shall have
equal or better qualifications and experience than those of
the originally proposed Key Expert. The technical
evaluation score, however, will remain to be based on the
evaluation of the CV of the original Key Expert.

12.8 If the Consultant fails to provide a substitute Key Expert
with equal or better qualifications, or if the provided
reasons for the replacement or justification are
unacceptable to the Client, such Proposal will be rejected
with the prior Bank’s no objection.

c. Sub-
Contracting

12.9 The Consultant shall not subcontract the whole of the
Services.

13. Clarification and
Amendment of
RFP

13.1 The Consultant may request a clarification of any part of
the RFP during the period indicated in the Data Sheet
before the Proposals’ submission deadline. Any request
for clarification must be sent in writing, or by standard
electronic means, to the Client’s address indicated in the
Data Sheet. The Client will respond in writing, or by
standard electronic means, and will send written copies of
the response (including an explanation of the query but
without identifying its source) to all Consultants. Should
the Client deem it necessary to amend the RFP as a result
of a clarification, it shall do so following the procedure
described below:

13.1.1 At any time before the proposal submission
deadline, the Client may amend the RFP by issuing
an amendment in writing or by standard electronic
means. The amendment shall be sent to all
Consultants and will be binding on them. The
Consultants shall acknowledge receipt of all
amendments in writing.

13.1.2 If the amendment is substantial, the Client may
extend the proposal submission deadline to give
the Consultants reasonable time to take an
amendment into account in their Proposals.

15



13.2 The Consultant may submit a modified Proposal or a

modification to any part of it at any time prior to the
proposal submission deadline. No modifications to the
Technical or Financial Proposal shall be accepted after
the deadline.

14. Preparation of
Proposals Specific
Considerations

14.1

While preparing the Proposal, the Consultant must give
particular attention to the following:

14.1.1 If a Consultant considers that it may enhance its
expertise for the assignment by associating with
other consultants in the form of a Joint Venture or
as Sub-consultants, it may do so.

14.1.2 The Client may indicate in the Data Sheet the
estimated Key Experts’ time input (expressed in
person-month) or the Client’s estimated total cost
of the assignment, but not both. This estimate is
indicative and the Proposal shall be based on the
Consultant’s own estimates for the same.

14.1.3 If stated in the Data Sheet, the Consultant shall
include in its Proposal at least the same time input
(in the same unit as indicated in the Data Sheet)
of Key Experts, failing which the Financial
Proposal will be adjusted for the purpose of
comparison of proposals and decision for award
in accordance with the procedure in the Data
Sheet.

14.1.4 For assignments under the Fixed-Budget selection
method, the estimated Key Experts’ time input is
not disclosed. Total available budget, with an
indication whether it is inclusive or exclusive of
taxes, is given in the Data Sheet, and the
Financial Proposal shall not exceed this budget.

15. Technical
Proposal Format
and Content

15.1

The Technical Proposal shall be prepared using the
Standard Forms provided in Section 3 of the RFP and
shall comprise the documents listed in the Data Sheet.
The Technical Proposal shall not include any financial
information. A Technical Proposal containing material
financial information shall be declared non-responsive.

15.1.1 Consultant shall not propose alternative Key
Experts. Only one CV shall be submitted for
each Key Expert position. Failure to comply
with this requirement will make the Proposal
non-responsive.

15.2 Depending on the nature of the assignment, the

Consultant is required to submit a Full Technical
Proposal (FTP), or a Simplified Technical Proposal
(STP) as indicated in the Data Sheet and using the

Standard Forms provided in Section 3 of the RFP.

16. Financial
Proposal

16.1

The Financial Proposal shall be prepared using the
Standard Forms provided in Section 4 of the RFP. It shall
list all costs associated with the assignment, including (a)
remuneration for Key Experts and Non-Key Experts, (b)
reimbursable expenses indicated in the Data Sheet.

a. Price
Adjustment

16.2

For assignments with a duration exceeding 18 months, a
price adjustment provision for foreign and/or local
inflation for remuneration rates applies if so stated in the
Data Sheet.

b. Taxes

16.3

The Consultant and its Sub-consultants and Experts are
responsible for meeting all tax liabilities arising out of the
Contract unless stated otherwise in the Data Sheet.
Information on taxes in the Client’s country is provided
in the Data Sheet.

c. Currency of
Proposal

16.4

The Consultant may express the price for its Services in
the currency or currencies as stated in the Data Sheet. If
indicated in the Data Sheet, the portion of the price
representing local cost shall be stated in the national
currency.

d. Currency of
Payment

16.5

Payment under the Contract shall be made in the
currency or currencies in which the payment is requested
in the Proposal.

C. Submission, Opening and Evaluation

17. Submission,
Sealing, and
Marking of
Proposals

17.1

17.2

The Consultant shall submit a signed and complete
Proposal comprising the documents and forms in
accordance with ITC 10 (Documents Comprising
Proposal). Consultants shall mark as “CONFIDENTIAL”
information in their Proposals which is confidential to
their business. This may include proprietary information,
trade secrets or commercial or financially sensitive
information. The submission can be done by mail or by
hand. If specified in the Data Sheet, the Consultant has
the option of submitting its Proposals electronically.

An authorized representative of the Consultant shall sign
the original submission letters in the required format for
both the Technical Proposal and, if applicable, the
Financial Proposal and shall initial all pages of both. The
authorization shall be in the form of a written power of
attorney attached to the Technical Proposal.

17.2.1 A Proposal submitted by a Joint Venture shall be
signed by all members so as to be legally binding on all
members, or by an authorized representative who has a

written power of attorney signed by each member’s
authorized representative.

Any modifications, revisions, interlineations, erasures, or
overwriting shall be valid only if they are signed or
initialed by the person signing the Proposal.

The signed Proposal shall be marked “ORIGINAL”, and its
copies marked “Copy” as appropriate. The number of
copies is indicated in the Data Sheet. All copies shall be
made from the signed original. If there are discrepancies
between the original and the copies, the original shall
prevail.

The original and all the copies of the Technical Proposal
shall be placed inside a sealed envelope clearly marked
“TECHNICAL PROPOSAL”, “[Name of the Assignment]®,
[reference number], [name and address of the Consultant],
and with a warning “DO NOT OPEN UNTIL [INSERT THE
DATE AND THE TIME OF THE TECHNICAL PROPOSAL
SUBMISSION DEADLINE].”

Similarly, the original Financial Proposal (if required for
the applicable selection method) and its copies shall be
placed inside of a separate sealed envelope clearly marked
“FINANCIAL PROPOSAL” “[Name of the Assignment],
[reference number], [name and address of the
Consultant]”, and with a warning “Do NOT OPEN WITH
THE TECHNICAL PROPOSAL.”

The sealed envelopes containing the Technical and
Financial Proposals shall be placed into one outer
envelope and sealed. This outer envelope shall be
addressed to the Client and bear the submission address,
RFP reference number, the name of the assignment, the
Consultant’s name and the address, and shall be clearly
marked “Do Not Open Before [insert the time and date of
the submission deadline indicated in the Data Sheet]”.

If the envelopes and packages with the Proposal are not
sealed and marked as required, the Client will assume no
responsibility for the misplacement, loss, or premature
opening of the Proposal.

The Proposal or its modifications must be sent to the
address indicated in the Data Sheet and received by the
Client no later than the deadline indicated in the Data
Sheet, or any extension to this deadline. Any Proposal or
its modification received by the Client after the deadline
shall be declared late and rejected, and promptly returned
unopened.

18. Confidentiality

18.1

From the time the Proposals are opened to the time the
Contract is awarded, the Consultant should not contact the

Client on any matter related to its Technical and/or
Financial Proposal. Information relating to the evaluation
of Proposals and award recommendations shall not be
disclosed to the Consultants who submitted the Proposals
or to any other party not officially concerned with the
process, until the Notification of Intention to Award the
Contract. Exceptions to this ITC are where the Client
notifies Consultants of the results of the evaluation of the
Technical Proposals.

Any attempt by Consultants or anyone on behalf of the
Consultant to influence improperly the Client in the
evaluation of the Proposals or Contract award decisions
may result in the rejection of its Proposal, and may be
subject to the application of prevailing Bank’s sanctions
procedures.

Notwithstanding the above provisions, from the time of
the Proposals’ opening to the time of Contract award
publication, if a Consultant wishes to contact the Client or
the Bank on any matter related to the selection process, it
shall do so only in writing.

19. Opening of
Technical
Proposals

The Client’s evaluation committee shall conduct the
opening of the Technical Proposals in the presence of the
Consultants’ authorized representatives who choose to
attend (in person, or online if this option is offered in the
Data Sheet). The opening date, time and the address are
stated in the Data Sheet. The envelopes with the
Financial Proposal shall remain sealed and shall be
securely stored with a reputable public auditor or
independent authority until they are opened in accordance
with ITC 23.

At the opening of the Technical Proposals the following
shall be read out: (i) the name and the country of the
Consultant or, in case of a Joint Venture, the name of the
Joint Venture, the name of the lead member and the
names and the countries of all members; (ii) the presence
or absence of a duly sealed envelope with the Financial
Proposal; (iii) any modifications to the Proposal
submitted prior to proposal submission deadline; and (iv)
any other information deemed appropriate or as indicated
in the Data Sheet.

20. Proposals

Subject to provision of ITC 15.1, the evaluators of the
Technical Proposals shall have no access to the Financial
Proposals until the technical evaluation is concluded and
the Bank issues its “no objection”, if applicable.

1. Purpose

1.1 The Bank’s Anti-Corruption Guidelines and this annex apply with respect to procurement
under Bank Investment Project Financing operations.

2. Requirements

2.1 The Bank requires that Borrowers (including beneficiaries of Bank financing); bidders
(applicants/proposers), consultants, contractors and suppliers; any sub-contractors, sub-
consultants, service providers or suppliers; any agents (whether declared or not); and any of
their personnel, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process,
selection and contract execution of Bank-financed contracts, and refrain from Fraud and
Corruption.

2.2 To this end, the Bank:

a. Defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows:

“collusive practice” is an arrangement between two or more parties designed to
achieve an improper purpose, including to influence improperly the actions of
another party;

“coercive practice” is impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm,
directly or indirectly, any party or the property of the party to influence improperly
the actions of a party;

“obstructive practice” is:

(a) deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering, or concealing of evidence material
to the investigation or making false statements to investigators in order to
materially impede a Bank investigation into allegations of a corrupt,
fraudulent, coercive, or collusive practice; and/or threatening, harassing, or
intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters
relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the investigation; or

(b) acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Bank’s inspection and
audit rights provided for under paragraph 2.2 e. below.
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b. Rejects a proposal for award if the Bank determines that the firm or individual
recommended for award, any of its personnel, or its agents, or its sub-consultants, sub-
contractors, service providers, suppliers and/ or their employees, has, directly or
indirectly, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or obstructive practices
in competing for the contract in question;

c. In addition to the legal remedies set out in the relevant Legal Agreement, may take
other appropriate actions, including declaring misprocurement, if the Bank determines
at any time that representatives of the Borrower or of a recipient of any part of the
proceeds of the loan engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or obstructive
practices during the procurement process, selection and/or execution of the contract in
question,  without the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action
satisfactory to the Bank to address such practices when they occur, including by
failing to inform the Bank in a timely manner at the time they knew of the practices;

d. Pursuant to the Bank’s Anti- Corruption Guidelines and in accordance with the Bank’s
prevailing sanctions policies and procedures, may sanction a firm or individual, either
indefinitely or for a stated period of time, including by publicly declaring such firm or
individual ineligible (i) to be awarded or otherwise benefit from a Bank-financed
contract, financially or in any other manner;' (ii) to be a nominated® sub-contractor,
consultant, manufacturer or supplier, or service provider of an otherwise eligible firm
being awarded a Bank-financed contract; and (iii) to receive the proceeds of any loan
made by the Bank or otherwise to participate further in the preparation or
implementation of any Bank-financed project;

e. Requires that a clause be included in bidding/request for proposals documents and in
contracts financed by a Bank loan, requiring (i) bidders (applicants/proposers),
consultants, contractors, and suppliers, and their sub-contractors, sub-consultants,
service providers, suppliers, agents personnel, permit the Bank to inspect’ all accounts,
records and other documents relating to the procurement process, selection and/or
contract execution, and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the Bank.

For the avoidance of doubt, a sanctioned party’s ineligibility to be awarded a contract shall include, without limitation, (i)
applying for pre-qualification, expressing interest in a consultancy, and bidding, either directly or as a nominated sub-
contractor, nominated consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider, in respect of such
contract, and (ii) entering into an addendum or amendment introducing a material modification to any existing contract.

A nominated sub-contractor, nominated consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider
(different names are used depending on the particular bidding document) is one which has been: (i) included by the bidder
in its pre-qualification application or bid because it brings specific and critical experience and know-how that allow the
bidder to meet the qualification requirements for the particular bid; or (ii) appointed by the Borrower.

Inspections in this context usually are investigative (i.e., forensic) in nature. They involve fact-finding activities
undertaken by the Bank or persons appointed by the Bank to address specific matters related to investigations/audits, such
as evaluating the veracity of an allegation of possible Fraud and Corruption, through the appropriate mechanisms. Such
activity includes but is not limited to: accessing and examining a firm's or individual's financial records and information,
and making copies thereof as relevant; accessing and examining any other documents, data and information (whether in
hard copy or electronic format) deemed relevant for the investigation/audit, and making copies thereof as relevant;

If the arbitrators
named by the Parties do not succeed in appointing a third arbitrator
within thirty (30) days after the latter of the two (2) arbitrators
named by the Parties has been appointed, the third arbitrator shall,
at the request of either Party, be appointed by Indian Council of
Arbitration.
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(c) If, in a dispute subject to paragraph (b) above, one Party fails to
appoint its arbitrator within thirty (30) days after the other Party
has appointed its arbitrator, the Party which has named an
arbitrator may apply to the Indian Council of Arbitration to appoint
a sole arbitrator for the matter in dispute, and the arbitrator
appointed pursuant to such application shall be the sole arbitrator
for that dispute.
